US mulls blacklisting
CXMT to further curb
China’s chip advance

THE BIDEN ADMINISTRA-
TION isweighing sanctions on
several Chinese tech compa-
nies, including memory chip-
maker ChangXin Memory
Technologies, according to
people familiar with the mat-
ter,inafresh bid torestrain the
Asian country’s development
of advanced semiconductors.
The US commerce depart-
ment’sbureau of industryand
security is considering adding
ChangXin to its so-called
entitylist,which restricts com-
panies’access to US technol-
ogy,said the people,who asked
not to be identified because
the conversations are private.
BISisalso considering restrict-
ing five other Chinese firms,
the people said, while empha-
sising that the list isn’t final.

ChangXin, or CXMT, makes
chips used in a wide range of
products, including computer
servers and smart vehicles.

It competes with US-based
Micron Technology and South
Korea’s Samsung Electronics
and SK Hynix. Micron funded
an advocacy group that has
long pushed for CXMT to
be restricted.

BIS and White House
National Security Council
declined to comment,
while CXMT didn’t immedi-
ately respond to a request
for comment.

The potential sanctions are
a response by President Joe
Biden’s administration to a
chip breakthrough that Huawei
Technologies madelastyear, US

committee chairman Michael
McCaul of Texas said in an
interview this week.

The commerce department
is weighing a sanctions pack-
age on multiple firms, he said,
without naming CXMT.
Huawei launched a 5G phone
last year with an advanced 7-
nanometer semiconductor
made in China.

It was lauded as a signifi-
cant breakthrough consider-
ing that the Trump adminis-
tration cut off Huawei’s
access to leading global chip-
makers in 2020 over national
security concerns.

The handset — released in
August when US secretary of
commerce Gina Raimondo
was visiting China — signaled
that the country’s chip indus-
try was further along than
expected. In response, Rai-
mondo vowed the 'strongest
possible' action to protect US
national security.

The Biden administration
has stepped up use of com-
merce’s entity list to keep
Chinese companies from
obtaining the latest American
technologies.

Zardari got the support of
PML-N and his party got to
rule the Sindh province.

But just hours before
the presidential elections,
Achakzai demanded the
Election Commission of
Pakistan (ECP) postpone the
polls till the electoral college
is completed.

In a letter written to Chief
Election Commissioner
Sikander  Sultan  Raja,
Achakzaistated that the elec-
toral college as"prescribed by
law and Constitution” for a
presidential election was
“still incomplete” because
“some reserved seats” in the
National Assembly and all
provincial assemblies are
still vacant.

US, French military shoot down Houthi

ligence startup said. It did not
arise from concerns about
product safety, the pace of
development or OpenAl’s
finances, it said.

Altman is rejoining the
company’s board following the
findings. OpenAI’s board is
also adding Sue Desmond-
Hellmann,who previouslywas
head of the Bill and Melinda
Gates Foundation; Nicole
Seligman, an ex-Sony Enter-
tainment executive; and
Instacart CEO Fidji Simo. The
board said it would continue to
add new members.

“I'm pleased this whole
thing is over,” Altman said at a
press conference this week.
The release of the report find-
ings and the board additions
represent perhaps the most
significant moves yet to turn
the page on a dramatic period
that brought the world’s best-
known Al startup to the brink
of collapse.

OpenAI’s board ousted
Altman in mid-November,
saying it had lost confidence
in him as a leader, and
alleging that he “was not con-
sistently candid” in his com-
munications with them —
but directors provided few
other details on what
prompted the decision.

Days after he was fired, the
startup agreed to reinstate
Altman, replace all but one of
itsdirectorsand givea nonvot-
ing observer seat to Microsoft,
its biggest investor.

China’s consumer
prices swing up on
Lunar New Year gains

CHINA'S CONSUMER PRICES
rose for the first time in six
months due to spending linked
to the Lunar New Year, offering
somereprieve fortheworld’s sec-
ond-biggest economy grappling
withweak consumer sentiment,
while factory-gate prices fell
again.The consumer price index
(CPI) climbed 0.7%year-on-year
in February, data from the
National Bureau of Statistics
(NBS) showed on Saturday, beat-
ing the 0.3% gain forecast by
economistsina Reuterspoll. The
year-on-year growth in con-
sumer prices was also the high-
est in 11 months, buoyed by
gains in some key foodstuffs
such as pork and fresh vegeta-
bles, as well as travel amid a sea-
sonal rush around Lunar New
Yearin February,accordingtothe
NBS data.

The bounce into positive ter-
ritory contrasted with the 0.8%
fall in January, the steepest drop
in over 14 years, due to a higher
statistical base in January 2023
as the Lunar New Year arrived
earlier that month and boosted
spending. While other recent
indicators, such as much
stronger-than-expected trade
figures thisweek, have suggested
improvement in some parts of
the economy,analystswarn that
afull-throttled recoveryisnotyet
inthe cards.“Itis tooearlyto con-
clude that deflation in China is
over, said Zhiwei Zhang, presi-
dentand chief economistat Pin-
point Asset Management.

“Domestic demand is still
quiteweak.Propertysalesof new
apartments have not stabilised

yet.” In February this year, CPI
rose 1.0% month-on-month,
outpacing the 0.3% uptick in
January and the 0.7% growth
forecast by economists.

But the producer price index
(PPI)fell 2.7% fromayearearlier
in February versus a 2.5% drop
the previous month. That was
faster than a 2.5% decline fore-
castin the Reuterspoll. Producer
prices have declined for more
than 1-1/2 years.

The risk of deflation due to
continued weak demand
remains one of the main drags
on China’s overall growth.

InJanuary-February, CPIwas
unchanged from a year earlier,
with food pricesdown 3.4%and
non-food prices 0.9% lower.

China has been grappling
with sub-par growth over the
past year amid an entrenched
debt crisis among the country's
property developers that had
crushed home-buying senti-
ment and rocked what was once
amighty pillar of the economy.

Weak international trade
flows,declining domesticinvest-
ment, and high local govern-
ment debt further sapped eco-
nomic growth. Policymakers
have pledged to roll out new
measures, promising to unleash
“new productive forces”. The
